Course Description

English 110 is a university-level composition course designed to reinforce basic English grammar and mechanics, and to introduce students to the theory and practice of written expression in the academic world.  Students will be provided with models of good essay writing and will study methods of organization and expression of ideas through classroom instruction, home reading, class grammar exercises, and writing assignments.  Students will also be introduced to the basics of library research. 

Course Objectives

By the semester's end, the student will

1. Demonstrate, to the instructor's satisfaction, an ability to write grammatically correct, well organized essays with diction and ideas consistent with first-year university level work.

2. Demonstrate, to the instructor's satisfaction, an ability to do basic library research and produce a well researched essay that argues ideas effectively and acknowledges the use of gathered information and opinions appropriately.
